Hochma, an emerging faith community 
in Montreal, QC; Meheret Evangelical 
Church, an established Ethiopian 
congregation in Kitchener, ON; Oromo 
Evangelical Church of Ottawa; and 
Westview Christian Fellowship, a parish 
congregation in St. Catharines, ON. 

Three Regional Ministry Associates 
were hired in fall of 2017 to strengthen 

regional ministry. Kevin Derksen will work 
with the central portion of MCEC, Cathrin 
van Sintern-Dick will focus on the western 
part, and Roberson Mbayamvula will relate 
to congregations in the eastern part of 
MCEC. Collectively they will connect with 
congregations that are geographically 
distant from an MCEC cluster. They 
work alongside Al Rempel, Regional 
Minister, and Henry Paetkau, Church 
Leadership Minister, providing support to 
congregational and pastoral leaders.
